Arrival Procedures 
 

On arrival in the morning students should: 

¶ proceed directly to ABCC (if before 8.15am) 

¶ proceed directly to their classroom (if after 8.15am) 

¶ be escorted to their classroom by ABCC staff if they were in ABCC 
care prior to 8.15am 

¶ be supervised by ABCC and teaching staff until 8.30am   

¶ All Prep and Year One students must be escorted to their classrooms by an adult. 

 

Afternoon Dismissal 
On dismissal in the afternoon students should: 

Students will not be dismissed from the classroom prior to 3:00pm.  Unless in an emergency situation, it is expected 
that students will not be collected by parents from class prior to 3:00pm.  Upon dismissal from the classroom it is 
expected that students will: 

¶ proceed directly home with their parents or on foot. 

¶ proceed directly to ABCC.  An ABCC carer will escort students in Years P- 1 to ABCC.  Students in Years 2- 6 
should make their own way to ABCC. 

¶ proceed, escorted if P- 1, or unescorted if older, directly to the bus waiting zone to catch their bus home 

¶ proceed to the Kiss and Drive area escorted if P- 1, or unescorted if 2- 6  

¶ Private tuition staff will collect students from class (or ABCC if after 3.15pm). 

Any Early Years students remaining in the classroom after 3:15 pm will be escorted to ABCC to enable staff to move to 
interviews or meetings. 

At 3.30 pm the staff on duty at Kiss and Drive will escort any children who have not been collected to ABCC where 
they will be booked in and cared for until their parents arrive.
